The maximum ceremonial occupancy for the Museum is 
approximately 200 guests. To accommodate a reception 
with a cocktail and dance area, bar, and seated dinner, 
the maximum occupancy the Museum recommends is 300 
guests. For a cocktail-only event, the guest count increases 
to 400 maximum. There are options available for baby 
showers, bridal showers, birthday parties, and corporate 
meetings with maximum room occupancy of 75.
